• An applicant failing only one section shall take the failed section again 
• Failure in any section of the re-test, including those sections that have been passed on a previous attempt, will require the 

applicant to take the entire test again 
• All sections of the skill test shall be completed within (6) months 
• Failure to achieve a pass in all sections of the test in (2) attempts will require further training as determined by 

CARC 
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
